Following are some general guidelines:

� Laser Radial - Intermediate sailors weighing 135 pounds plus, usually 15 

years old or older. 
� Laser:   Advanced sailors weighing 160 pounds plus. 

 
 There will be a boat inspection the week before sailing school.  Date to be 

determined. 
 

 If you need to borrow a boat to come to class, start lining it up early; they become 
quite scarce.  You should check the bulletin board at the PMYC clubhouse for 
postings of boats for sale.   

 
 Closed toe footwear and life jacket are required for safety reasons.
